What We Do In Class
· Everyday class begins with a bellwork assignment.  All students are expected to date their work, rewrite the problem, answer the problem, and receive a STAMP of completion from the teacher. During this time students should not be conversing or disrupting other students.  Bellwork assignments cannot be made up if a student is absent.  The only exceptions are SCHOOL ACTIVITIES or EXCUSED ABSENTS.    

· Students are required keep and create an interactive notebook.  These notebooks will have example problems, vocabulary, class notes, images, steps and other important information to help students be successful.

· Students will primarily work in groups of 2.  There will be opportunities where students can work alone and there will be times were student must work in small groups.  Majority of class time is designed toward collaboration.

· Students must have a school assigned laptop available during class.  Although students will not use their laptops every day, there will be times when digital assignments, digital exams, or digital activities will be assigned.
